St John’s Primary School Uniform September 2010 onwards
Recently a number of children have become very lax about wearing their school uniform so we are going to be promoting this in school through a series of individual and class awards over the next academic year.

We expect uniform to be worn smartly so that children take a pride in themselves as members of the school community. If children are not wearing uniform then we will contact their parents.

· Hair should always be tied back and ONLY plain silver or gold coloured studs worn in pierced ears. No other jewellery should be worn nor should any nail polish be worn.
· All items should be named, if they are not named, the teacher will do so in class with a permanent marker pen.

· Children will be asked to wear spare PE kits rather than miss the lesson but parents will be informed by text that their own PE kit was not in school.
Girls

Navy blue skirt or pinafore or trousers (not grey or black)
Red Polo shirt (no pale blue polo shirts from September 2010)

Blue V neck sweatshirt with logo (cardigans being phased out)
Summer – navy blue and white checked dress

Black school shoes with a sensible heel or enclosed sandals for Summer (trainers are only for PE)
Plain Navy blue or red tights or white socks 
(no other colour socks or tights are part of our school uniform)
Navy blue hijab for Muslim girls who wish to wear them in KS2.
Boys

Grey trousers or shorts for summer

Red polo shirt (no pale blue polo shirts from September 2010)
Blue V neck sweater with logo

Black school shoes (trainers are only for PE)
Grey socks (no other colour socks are part of our school uniform)
PE kit for both boys and girls

Red round necked T shirt (all children are expected to have a change of T-shirt, not wear their polo shirt)
Navy blue shorts

Jogging bottoms and jumper/track suit for winter only

Trainers (outdoor PE only)

Change of socks

All items other than the sweatshirt with our logo, can be bought at any retailer. Polo shirts can be bought with the logo at Valentinos in Knaphill but these are optional. You may wish to buy your child a fleece with a logo but this is for outdoor use only and does not replace the sweatshirt.
We are investigating the possibilities of a book bag for KS2 pupils that will not cause homework or books to be damaged and is able to be stored in their trays or lockers in Yr 6. This, along with a named PE bag should be all that is required for school. We have difficulty in storing larger rucksacks in the cloakroom areas.
