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Dear Parent

The local Neighbourhood team would like to remind all parents who drive their child to school about their responsibility to park safely and legally; 

· There is to be no parking on the Zigzag lines at any times

· Cars are not allowed to obstruct the footpath at any time and there must be enough room for a buggy or pushchair to pass.  

· There must be enough clearance on all roads in the vicinity of the school to allow emergency vehicles free passage at all times

· Motorists should not block entry or exits to private driveways anywhere within the vicinity of the school

· Motorists must not park on the double yellow lines in the surrounding areas.
It is not acceptable for anybody to breach any of these restrictions at any time, even for only a minute or two.  I would remind you that obstruction of the highway or pavements are offences for which fixed penalty notices can be issued.  I would also ask you to consider whether it is absolutely necessary for you to drive to the school to drop off or collect your child, and if it is not, please use an alternative means of transport or walk to the school.

Please be aware that if the current situation persists, then my colleagues and I will have no hesitation in using the enforcement options available to us in order to safeguard the wellbeing of the whole school community.

I am sure that I can rely on your cooperation in this matter.
